“Reasoning from the Scriptures” 

Reason: “to discover, formulate, or conclude by the use 

of reason; to persuade or influence by the use of reason” 

(Merriam-Webster online dictionary).  

Have you ever been told, “Put your thinking cap on!” 

That’s because we don’t always think things through before 

speaking or acting. Sound reasoning takes serious mental effort, but it pays big dividends in both 

earthly and spiritual matters.  

God has always expected people to think logically. Even under the Old Covenant He 

pleaded with sinful Israel, “Come now, and let us reason together” (Isaiah 1:18). God didn’t say, 

“Let’s get in touch with our feelings.” His people’s behavior made no sense; they needed to think!  

In Thessalonica Paul went into the synagogue and “reasoned with them from the Scriptures, 

explaining and demonstrating that the Christ had to suffer and rise again from the dead, and saying, 

‘This Jesus whom I preach to you is the Christ’” (Acts 17:2-3). The New Testament word for 

reasoned has “logic” at its root. Paul showed logically from the Scriptures that Jesus is the Christ. 

We ought to do the same today.  

Even Jesus’ enemies knew that He expected them to use sound reasoning. When they 

demanded to know the source of His authority, He turned the tables on them, asking them to say 

where John the Immerser got his authority. “And they reasoned among themselves, saying ‘If we 

say, “from heaven,” He will say, “Why then did you not believe him?” But if we say, “From men,” 

all the people will stone us’” (Luke 20:5 6). Yes, they knew logic well enough to recognize He had 

put them on the horns of a dilemma, so they tried to weasel out of it by claiming they didn’t know 

(20:7).  

Having been made in God’s image, we are capable of sound reasoning. So put your 

thinking cap on!
